Training

Next Course is Tuesday 26/9 to
Tuesday 24/10 at Catholic Church
Hall Bingham Road Addiscombe CRO
7EN from 7pm to 930 pm. Exam will
be at Leatherhead Institute as will all
exams from now on Thursday 9th
November. The IST following the
course will be on 5th Dec at course
venue.

Child Protection & CRB

As from 1st June the CD Rom for
Child Protection is now obsolete. All
referees MUST take the 3 hour CPW.
Trainees now will have to attend the
Child Protection Workshop (CPW)
during the course but not necessarily
at same venue.

They will also have to complete the
Criminal Records Bureau (CRB)
form prior to taking the exam. A
verifier will attend one night to check
the forms. Failure to do CRB
form will now mean they cannot take
the exam. Both of these are as a
result of government directives and
are designed to ensure that
referees do not take the exam but
then fail to do either the CRB check
or the CPW workshop.

As a result of this the course fees will
incorporate the costs of the CPW and
CRB checks, so initial outlay will be
in the region of £82. Surrey FA are
looking at ways to reduce the costs.
We as referees will have to illustrate
that match fees will quickly repay the
costs and of course, the other
benefits of RA membership.

Point of law - injured players

We must conform to law 5 and if the
play is stopped because of a serious
injury then that player must be
removed and only return after play
has re-commenced. We may need to
give some practical advice here. This
is going to be communicated out to
all Surrey referees as it affects all
games and not just Supply League
and above.
