The FA have laid down criteria for non-competitive
matches to ensure horses for courses on such fixtures in order that officials
have the experience and hopefully ability to control such games taking into
account the level of the more senior club.

It does have the advantage of avoiding a situation which existed a few
years ago where one referee who was lining on the Suburban League
refereed all of an Isthmian League club's pre-season friendlies.

We will doubtless be asked to help out with the appointment of officials to
such games - | need to know who is going to be available and when. Please
bear in mind that the Combined Counties fixtures start on 11th August -
other senior leagues a week later.
